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On July 14™ at 10:30 in the morning, three Russian cruise missiles slammed into the city center of
Vinnytsia, a city of 370,000, in another validated case of the Russians specifically targeting civilians.
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In one of the largest mass murders of the war, 26 Ukrainians were killed and another 100-plus
injured, and included among the dead were 5 children, one of which was a special needs child — Liza
Dmytriyeva — who was well known to the Ukrainian people. Her death made what happened in

Vinnytsia a tragedy-within-a-tragedy, while giving a face to the victims of Russia’s brutal genocide.
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
